Discontinuation of the GRE® Computer Science Test

Over the past several years, the number of individuals taking the GRE® Computer Science Test
declined significantly. Test volume would soon reach a point where ETS could no longer support
the test psychometrically. As a result, a decision was made to discontinue the GRE Computer
Science Test after the April 2013 administration. Scores for the Computer Science Test will be
reportable for five years. All other GRE Subject Tests will continue to be administered.
